MinneTESOL Presenter Technology FAQs

Q:  Will computers be provided by the conference or by the presenter?  

A:   Presenters are asked to bring their own laptops.  We recommend bringing back-up files of your presentation materials on a flash drive as well.    

Q:  Will LCD projectors be provided by the conference or by the presenter? 

A:  LCD projectors will be provided by The Northland Inn and paid for by MinneTESOL.  

Q:  Will there be access to Internet?

A:  Yes, Wireless Internet is available if you previously indicated you need it for your session.  The cost for Internet is $9.95 per laptop and MinneTESOL will pay for a one-time connection fee for your computer.  Your Internet connection will be valid until the computer is turned off, so it is important that you do not accidently shut down your computer after you have a wireless connection.  You will receive a pass-code and instructions to access the Internet for your session.   

Q: Is the Wireless Internet secured?

A:  No, the wireless service is not encrypted, but the payment method for Internet is entered into an encrypted, Secure Sockets Layer (SSL) page.  
Q:  Is audio available in each room?  

A:  Audio will be available in these rooms: Quinn, Stuebner, Wilder, Fitzgerald, Lewis, and Longfellow's.
Q:  I have a Mac laptop.  Will I be able to connect to the projector?  

A: Yes, but you will need to bring your own adaptor to connect to the VGA cable. The conference cannot provide these adaptors. 
Q:  Are rooms equipped with whiteboards?  

A:  Meeting Rooms A-G have a presentation cabinet that opens up with a whiteboard in the center and each door has a flip chart pad on it.  Fitzgerald, Wider, Howe, Quinn, Lindberg and Stuebner have a built-in whiteboard in the front of the room but will be covered up if the projection screen is down.  Longfellow’s and Lewis do not have whiteboards.  

Q:  Are rooms equipped with overhead projectors?  

A:  If you indicated that you need an OHP, you will be scheduled in that room that has one.  

Q:  I’m presenting but might need some tech help.  Will anyone be available?
